	Fish consumption advisory lines/polygons/points
For a number of California water bodies, the California Environmental Protection Agency's Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment (OEHHA) publishes consumption advisories for chemicals in noncommercial fish. OEHHA maintains a list of current advisories on its website at http://www.oehha.ca.gov/fish/so_cal/index.html.

For each advisory listed in the link above, SWRCB staff digitized a line or polygon based on the medium-resolution (1:100000) National Hydrology Dataset which matched the narrative description of the water bodies and reaches contained in the advisory.  Each feature was attributed with the name of the water body, the chemicals of concern prompting the advisory and the URL link to the advisory.

In addition, a point feature class based on the centroid of each feature was derived in order to enable the map to zoom to a specific water body. In addition to the centroid coordinates and the attributes listed above, this point feature class also contains attributes for the spatial envelope (i.e., min/max X and Y coordinates) of the feature.
